Plant Tours Offer NTMA Members Unique Opportunity to
Engage Lawmakers and Show How Things are Made in America.
As a National Tooling and Machining Association (NTMA)
member, you know that the tooling and machining industry is
a vital part of our nation’s economy, offers good paying jobs
with benefits, and provides valuable support to our defense
industrial base and many other sectors.

However, do your lawmakers in Washington, D.C.  know
these facts about the tooling and machining industry?

For many NTMA members, the answer is probably “no.”
Since running a precision machine shop is a full-time job, it
can be challenging to find the time to build relationships with
your congressional representatives.   Fortunately, a plant tour
is an efficient and effective way to begin educating members
of Congress about your business and the precision machining
industry.

Organizing a plant tour provides the opportunity for:
• The member of Congress to see first-hand the 

precision machining process, the high-tech 
machinery at your facility, and the challenges you
face on a daily basis;     

• The member of Congress to meet and converse with
your employees;  and,

• NTMA members to discuss the association’s priority
issues with the Member prior to the tour.

Most Representatives and Senators return to their home state
or district during district work periods.  The next district work
period will occur in October.  Since 2008 is an election year
for the entire House of Representatives and one-third of the

Senate, your lawmaker is interested in spending most of the
month campaigning and listening to their constituents.  A
plant tour is the ideal way to accomplish both of these goals,
and the time to start planning is now!
Organizing a plant tour does require some advance planning
and flexibility, but the NTMA Washington Office will provide
you with the steps to ensure a successful event.  (Note:  If
your lawmaker is not available, you may want to consider
inviting the district director who serves as the eyes and ears
of your representative.)

1) Setting Up the Plant Tour 
• When inviting a legislator for a plant tour, contact 

the scheduler in the district or state congressional
office at least six weeks in advance of your target
dates. Be patient. If the member is not available, 
try again. Contact the NTMA Washington Office 
at 866/718-0013 for assistance with your 
invitation letter, as well as any questions regarding
the arrangements for a plant tour. 

• Confirm all details, the schedule and arrangements
verbally and in writing with the congressional office. 

How to Organize 
a Congressional 

Plant Tour

members to make the time to contact 
their lawmakers and organize a plant tour this year.  A tour

2) Organizing the Plant Tour
• Map out the tour and perform a walk through. Be

sure to highlight new technologies used by your
company, new practices and procedures that may be
of interest, etc. 

• Notify employees of the lawmaker’s pending visit. 
• Make sure plant executive(s) will be available to

greet the elected official, even if he or she cannot
participate on the tour. 

• Arrange to have a camera available for photo oppor-
tunities throughout the visit. 

• Contact the local paper about the visit (optional)
3) Do Your Homework

• The NTMA Washington Office can provide you with
important information on your member of Congress
including his or her biography, district or state 
profile, committee assignments, voting record, 
and work experience, etc.  Be sure to review this
information prior to the tour.

• Review priority issues in order to be prepared for
discussion with the member. Be aware of the 
industry’s position on important 
legislative issues. As always, the NTMA Washington
office will provide you with this information. 

4) When your Lawmaker Arrives
• Start off with an “information session.” Familiarize

the member with your company. 
• Be sure to use basic layman’s terms most members

will not be familiar with our industry terminology. 
• During the discussion, tell the legislator what is

unique about your company including its history,
number of employees, machining processes, indus-
tries to which you supply, training programs, etc. 

• Show sample machined products or a photo of end
products.

• Present the legislator with brochures on your 
products, newsletters, employee publications, etc.
that can be read at leisure to learn more about the
company. 

• Do a “beginning to end” walk-through to show the
precision machining process.

• Take photos of the legislator with employees and
with yourself. 

• Keep the tour flexible – some operations may be of
more interest than others. 

• Introduce employees to the member as you do the
walk-through. 

5) Follow Up
• Write and send a thank you letter to the member of

Congress (and staff if applicable), along with copies
of company publications which carry articles or 
photos of the visit. 

• Send copies of the photos of the tour to your elected
official. Also, send photos to NTMA to be used in the
association magazine. 

Remember, the plant tour is 
just the beginning of establishing 

a long-term relationship with 
your member of Congress.
